Chaplain’s Field Status Sheet

Summary:

During disaster scenes, we as Chaplains, need to operate as a single cohesive unit with each Chaplain knowing where to go, what to do, and being accountable at any given time. Our ability to accomplish this will determine whether we are an asset or a liability to the emergency response system. The Chaplain’s Field Status Sheet is an easy, logical, systematic tool to aid in our mobilization and control of disaster scenes. If used properly, the status and location of all Chaplains on scene can be determined at a glance and confusion minimized.

How it works: 

Every Chaplain will carry a Field Status Sheet (CFSS) in the event of a disaster (i.e.: plane/bus/train crash, wild fire, HAZ. MAT. Spill, etc.). 

1. The first Chaplain on scene will be designated and written in as the Chaplain in charge. His responsibility is to start and maintain the CFSS until a supervising Chaplain relieves him. 

2. As each Chaplain reports to the scene, they are logged onto the CFSS along with their 1C# and time of arrival. As each Chaplain is assigned a task, he is also logged into the appropriate box (communications, evacuations, etc.) along with his 1C# and the time of his assignment. 

3. Chaplains can be recalled, moved and reassigned as necessary to maintain proper coverage until being relieved. 

4. When any Chaplain goes 10-10, their name is crossed off, showing they are off the scene.

Terms and categories:

OIC: Officer in charge

Communications: Chaplain using phones, radios, or pagers

On Scene: Chaplain assigned to inner perimeter of disaster scene

Command Center: Located at outer perimeter of disaster scene, usually where OIC is stationed

Special Assignment: Any assignment not categorized (follow-up at hospital, special liaison for OIC, food/beverages, etc.)

Special Care: Any special ministry needed (onsite defusing, etc.)
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
